Scholarship Scheme for Young Golfers
The Darren Clarke Foundation will support a JGI golf club membership scholarship scheme. There will be 10 scholarships to the value of €200. These will be in 2 categories, category A for 8-11 year olds and category B for 12-16 year olds. There will be 6 memberships available for category A players and 4 for category B players. 5 memberships will be granted to boys and 5 to girls. At least 1 of the category B memberships will be ring-fenced for a girl participating in the JGI Women in Sport programme. The Darren Clarke foundation will pay the value of a club membership to a maximum of €200 through JGI who will run a grant scheme for clubs. The scholarship will be valid for 1 year and will be reviewed by the club at the end of the golfing season.
The scholarship is open to those who:- 

· are not yet members of a golf club

· are registered or have completed the JGI coaching programme

· can supply a letter of support from a PGA professional, PGA Level 1 coach, JGI Leader or Primary School teacher involved with JGI programme

· agree to abide by the rules and regulations of the local club

· agree to abide by the Code of Ethics for Golf for Young People

· show aptitude and enthusiasm for the game

· are supported by parent/guardians in attaining membership

The scholarship is not open to those who are already members or those players who are likely to obtain membership through their parents within the club. It is not a talent identification scholarship and it should not be used as a coaching bursary. 

As a parent/guardian or as a young player:

You should write a letter outlining how you or your son or daughter would benefit from the Darren Clarke Scholarship. You should outline where the player has participated in the JGI coaching programme and accompany the application with a letter of support from the pro who taught the programme or the school teacher who introduced the player to golf in school. 

As a club:

You should write a letter as an expression of interest in making memberships available and becoming involved in this programme. Outline in what age categories you would have membership available and whether or not you are currently implementing the JGI coaching programme. 
Applications should be submitted to JGI before 5pm on Friday 27th June. The scholarships will be announced by Monday 13th July. 
Young players may be asked to participate in JGI activities or promotions from time to time throughout the golfing season.
